FIRST SUNDAY OF LENT 

Dear Friends in Christ, 
  

Monday evening Father Lavelle will launch our newest spiritual 
opportunity by kicking off the long-awaited LITTLE ROCK SCRIPTURE 
SEMINAR at 7:00 PM in the Church!

A 
special word of great thanks to Father for his leadership in this 
important endeavor! For now, the Seminar will meet for nine successive 
Monday evenings at 7:00 PM in the Church until Pentecost.

3. Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of fast and abstinence. 
 All Fridays in Lent are days of abstinence only. 
4.  Abstinence (not eating meat) obliges those who have completed 
 their 14th year. Fasting (only one full meal each day, nothing 
 between meals) obliges those who have completed their 18th 
 year until the beginning of their 60th year. 
5. We are reminded to keep the spirit of this holy season by works 

of charity, prayer and sacrifice.
