Dear Friends in Christ, 
 

On Monday, our Parish Grade School begins our first day of the         
2010-2011 school year!  It is hard to believe that the summer is over 
and it is now time to start a new year of grace and opportunity! Since 
1951, Seven Sorrows has been providing a quality Catholic education, 
rooted in our long standing faith-based values here on this campus. At 
our Parish Council Meeting last week, our Principal reported that our 
enrollment for opening day is 237 students attending from K-3 through 
8th grades. 
 

We are proud to uphold and present our rich Catholic teachings and 
traditions in all classes every day, all day. Prayer is the foundation upon 
which our day is built. As followers of Jesus, the Divine Educator, I can 
attest to the fact that all of our teachers, staff and administrators 
mirror the reflection of Jesus in all they do and in who they are. In 
addition, we are very proud of our academic excellence and the high 
standards to which our students are held. We boast of our state-of-the-
art Virginia and Charles Filbey Computer Lab, the Schmidt Family 
Science Lab and the Ryan Pacella Library. We are fully accredited by 
the State of Pennsylvania and have recently worked very hard to 
receive our Middle States Accreditation. Within the context of our 
Catholic values, parents and teachers, like a family, work together 
toward the common goal of educating and formatting our children. By 
striving for excellence, our school gives her students the life-long skills 
of mind, heart and soul required for a healthy sense of self-esteem and 
service to others. 
 

We are fortunate that our entire student body, accompanied with their 
teachers, gather each morning for an all-school time of prayer in the 
gym before the school day begins.

Use of the 
Parish SCRIP Program (gift cards) helps them to reduce their tuition 
payments.
